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Glogster EDU is a web 2.0 platform that easily allows users to upload photos, videos, text, audio and other exciting resources to create a unique online, interactive poster. Glogster is a webpage designed to allow users to “poster themselves” by creating their own pages. A Glog includes anything you would traditionally put on a poster – images, words, phrases, drawings –plus audio clips, video clips and links.  It is a new and creative digital outlet for educators to keep students engaged and make learning more fun. Users can publish, share their creations, and collaborate with others with ease.
1) Get Registered 
· Go to http://edu.glogster.com/ 

· On the homepage, click Sign up. On the register page, fill out the information. 
· Start with a Single free license, upgrade later. 
· Let students know the “Teacher Code” before the students register  

2) Your Dashboard
· You can edit or view your profile and adjust account settings as necessary 

· Create a New Glog – Click this button to start a new Glog

· Classmates – This section will show the student accounts connected to your account 

· Messages – Important information about Glogster 

3) Create a New Glog 

· Log into your account and click Create a New Glog 

· A Glog (poster page) opens with page elements already in place. This is your canvas. 

· Add texts, images, graphics, videos, sounds and wall paper. Save and publish.
